Guidelines for preparation 

Abstracts
The abstract must be typed in English.

The deadline for submission of an abstract is 1st July 2014.

There will be both podium  as well as poster presentations. Acceptance will be determined by the scientific committee and relayed to authors as far as possible and around July 31, 2014 as the latest date.

Abstract may not contain pictures, tables, etc. Include references only if necessary.

Abstract content
Abstracts should be a condensed version of the final presentation and include all significant findings.  The text, entirely written in English, must include short introduction and purpose of the study, including experimental procedures, main results and conclusions.  Text may not be divided in to sub-sections.

Abstract format
Title: Title may not exceed 30 words

Authors: Type/ Copy your first name, last name, email, name of organization

Click on Add new author at the end of line to keep on adding authors.

Abstract: Type/ paste the abstract contents.  The word limit is 500 words (excluding title, name, organization, etc) but inclusive of references if any.

Type of presentation:  Choose the proposed type of presentation.  (The final type will be intimated after 1st July 2014 after review of the abstract.)

Choose the session: Choose any of the ten sessions where you feel that your paper fits in best.  (The committee may change the session depending upon the contents and number of presentations in a session.)

Do not forget to click on Submit Abstract button

After review you will be intimated about the referees’ comments and proposed changes if any.  Please make the changes in your abstract, paste changes online.  A copy of the final abstract may be emailed to finalabstract.vpsharma@gmail.com in the following format as a word document.

After finalizing the contents for publication, a pdf copy will be mailed to you for your approval and corrections, if any.

Abstract may not contain more than 500 words. Type or copy & paste your abstract text directly into the text box. At the end, do not forget to submit.  Your abstract will be sent directly to the steering committee.

References
Add references in abstract only if required, indicate references in the text with Arabic numbers in square brackets, preferably at the end of the sentence as in examples below.

Example: References must be included with the appropriate reference styles for proceedings abstracts and articles [1], journal articles [2], and books [3]. Acknowledgments are included in the last reference, which is cited at the end of the last sentence of the text on the first page [4].

For three or more authors, use first-named author’s name plus “et al.”.  Use the examples below for citing references.

Each oral presenter is required to submit a full paper (research article) for publication in the conference proceeding. Author’s whose abstracts will be accepted for oral presentation, may upload/mail 100 words or less brief biodata to icmbmp8.majit@gmail.com that may be provided to the Chairman/Co-chairman of the Session for introducing the speaker.

For poster presenters, a full paper may be submitted. It is expected that full paper is ready with you and will be submitted within a month of receiving the acceptance of the abstract.  The conference proceeding will be made available at the time of the conference. In order to ensure that the proceeding can be published in a rapid and timely manner, authors are  required to adhere strictly to the guidelines for the preparation of the full paper.
Abstracts should be submitted only through the ICMBMP8 website www.icmbmp8.org.  To submit your abstract you have to register i.e. create an account with a login and a password (registration fee can be paid later on).

PAPER FORMAT: INSTRUCTION TO AUTHORS
8th International Conference on Mushroom Biology and Mushroom Products (ICMBMP8)
Each oral and poster presenter is required to submit a full paper (research article) for publication in the conference proceedings. The conference proceedings will be made available at the time of the conference. In order to ensure that the proceedings can be published in a rapid and timely manner, authors are required to adhere strictly to the following guidelines for the preparation of the full paper.

If you have any queries on this matter, please feel free to email the secretariat. Thank you for your cooperation and contribution. We are looking forward to seeing you at the conference.

Page Layout and Print Quality
Papers are to be prepared using standard PC-based MS Word software. Papers must be in English, prepared on a single side, single space and single column of a standard A4 size and cannot exceed 10 pages of text. The margins should be set to 2.5 cm (1 inch) for left, right, top and bottom. Use 12-point Times New Roman font throughout the paper unless specified otherwise. Another exception are within tables and graphs where the text may need to be reduced in size to fit the page. Blank lines are to be set at 12-point. The total number of pages (text + tables and figures) should not exceed 12. Do not number the pages

Title and Authors
The title should be aligned left, using 16-point, IN BOLD CAPS, on the first line of the front page. The next line should be blank, and followed by the list of author(s), centered, and affiliation(s), centered. Use 12-point, all capitalized, for list of author(s) and 10-point for affiliations. The affiliations should include department, university, address, country and email address. Author(s) from multiple institutions can be indicated using superscript.

Abstract
An abstract of no more than 250 words should be provided at the beginning of the paper. Leave one blank line after the affiliations. Then type “ABSTRACT” (centered, 12-point, bold). Leave another blank line and followed by the text of the abstract (12-point, justified). Leave one blank line after the text of the abstract and type “Keywords:” (align left, 12-point, bold). A maximum of five keywords should immediately follow.

Section and Subsection Headings. Common section headings include INTRODUCTION, MATERIALS AND METHODS, RESULTS AND DISCUSSION, CONCLUSION, ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS and REFERENCES. Section headings must be capitalized, bold, 12-point and align left. Subsection headings can be used if necessary. The text for section should begin on the next line after the section headings. Subsection headings are also bolded, left justified, 12-point but not all in caps (Only the first letter of all significant words should be capitalized). The text for subsection headings should begin immediately after the subsection heading separated by a period. All section and subsection headings should have a blank line above them.

Text
Use 12-point. Indent the first line of each paragraph 0.5 inches (1.25 cm) from the left margin except for the first paragraph of a subsection which runs directly from the heading. Do not put blank lines in between paragraphs within a section. When using acronyms, type out the full name or expression with the acronym in parentheses the first time it is used.

Tables
Put one blank line above and below each table. Number tables with Arabic numerals (1, 2, etc.) and refer to them by Table 1, Table 2 so on in the text. Each caption should be bolded and centered with the word “Table” followed by the number and the text of the caption using sentence-style capitalization (Only the first letter of all significant words should be capitalized). Use 11-point for the caption.

Figures
Use clear drawings, graphs and photos. Because there will be no color reproduction, all Figures must be of high quality when printed in black and white. Colors might be used for an online publication. Figures should be inserted into the page near where they are first mentioned. Number the figures (1, 2, etc.) and refer to them by Fig. 1, Fig. 2 and so on in the text. Place a bold and centered caption below each figure. Type the word “Figure” followed by the number and text of the caption using sentence-style capitalization. Put one blank line above and below each figure. Use 11-point for the caption.

Units of Measurement
Use Arabic numerals and standard abbreviations for all measurements.Use units of measurement consistently within the text and tables. Measurements are to be expressed in metric units. If the work was done in English units and you want to preserve that, then add metric conversions in parentheses.

References
List the references at the end of the text with Arabic numerals (1, 2, etc.) with the order they appear in the text. Cite references in the text using [1], [2] and so on. References must be included with the appropriate reference styles for proceedings abstracts and articles [1], journal articles [2], and books [3].

For three or more authors, use first-named author’s name plus “et al.” (see reference 2 below). Do not use underlines on publication titles; use italics.
